They have had the honor of sharing their hula & culture with
different world dignitaries, celebrities, athletes, as well as their own community. What they feel is so special about their halau is
that they are one big ohana. Once you come to the halau to dance you become a part of their ohana. Their halau is a place you
can go to dance, learn, love, and be loved.
